5. Quilts will not be accepted without a 3 to 5 inch sleeve and the quilt show label attached to the lower right-hand corner
of the back of the quilt/wearable. Quilts greater than 90” long must have a sleeve sewn at 86” to prevent them hanging
on the floor.

6. Quilts must be brought to the Veterans’ Building, 1351 Maple Avenue, Santa Rosa, CA, on Thursday, (June 4, 2009)
between 6:00 p.m. and 7:30 p.m.

7. When you drop off your quilt/wearable, you will be required to sign a form with the following verbiage.

“The owner of the above item understands that no insurance for this item will be available during the time this item is delivered to be displayed until it is
released to the owner. Understanding these conditions, the owner of the item hereby agrees to release Moonlight Quilters of Sonoma County Quilt Guild
from any liability for vandalism, fire, theft, flood, damage to building, misplacement, loss, or any other cause during the time the item is in its possession."
