OFF CENTER PATCHWORK by Cheryl A. Adam: The very
first workshop | ever took at our Guild, 13 years ago, was
taught by Margaret Miller). When | walked into that work-
shop | was shaking as | thought | was way in over my head
but | was quickly made to feel welcome by all. Margaret com-
pletely exhausted me and taught me to take a common nine-
patch block and make it totally different. Cheryl takes that
idea in her book and encourages us to “get out of our boxes.”
Her projects are easy to do with her good instructions.

15 TWO-BLOCK QUILTS — UNLOCK THE SECRETS OF
SECONDARY PATTERNS by Claudia Olson: Former Presi-
dent, Justine Lott, requested this book. This author tells us
the criteria for choosing two quilt blocks to sit side-by-side
and thus making a new, more dynamic look.

FABRIC DYEING FOR BEGINNERS by Vimala McClure.
Virginia Lindstrom asked me to purchase this for her , and
when it arrived of course | had to peak at it. Fabric dyeing
still is not EASY, but the author gives very specific instruc-
tions on how to do it. Even if you do not choose to dye fab-
rics yourself you will understand the process and know what
you are looking at when you see the beautifully hand-dyed
fabrics that are now available to us in the shops.
