A) Hexagon Blossoms blocks - make 8 - these are disappearing 4 patches with a few twists!

1) Sew a four patch with 2 of each of the leaves fabrics, you will need 8 total of these 4
patch blocks.

2) Cut 4 lines 1/2” from the center.

3) Remove the 4 leave squares, save for the mosaic block.

4) Add the four 2 3/4” squares of fabrics per the chart and rotate the center 1” square a
quarter turn.

5) Sew together like a 9 patch. Press top and bottom rows out, press middle row in.




6) On each corner sew on a small solid triangle per the chart. Mark a 1/4” seam line on the long side of the triangle, align
the ends of the line with the side of the block, sew on the drawn line, trim excess fabric, press seam towards the triangle.

7) Square up the block to 5 1/2” x 5 1/2”. Now sew on the background fabric triangles.
Press the seams toward the triangles. The unfinished block will be 7 1/4” x 7 1/4”

B) Trellis blocks - make 10 - label as Side 2

1) Quarter Square Triangles:With RST, sew Fabric A & Fabric D triangles together (short side) and Fabric C & Fabric B triangles
together (short side). Press seams in opposite directions. Stitch the two sections together (center seam).
Press seam open.

2) Trim blocks to 4.5” X 4.5“ squares. IMPORTANT: Make sure center point is in the middle of the
block - you will be trimming approximately the same amount on all 4 sides.
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
