“Let’s Talk Turkey” 

Sewing Instructions: 

1. Using the “stitch, cut, flip” method, draw diagonals on the back of 

all the background squares. Sew on the diagonal. (photo 2) 

2. For turkey head, sew F and H in the corners of J as shown. 

Press open and remove excess fabric from the back. Sew E on 

top of the J unit. For turkey bottom, sew the 2 ea. G  to K both 

sides as shown. Sew on the diagonal. Press open and remove 

the excess fabric. Sew K unit to C. 

3. Sew D to I.  

4. Sew D-I to B. 

5. Sew 4 M patches into a 4-patch. Sew L to the left side of the 4-

patch.  

6. Make 4 Half Square Triangles (HST) with 4 A and 4 M. 

7. Finish block layout as shown with 2 A in the right hand corners.

(A) 6 ea. 3-1/2” square (F) 1 ea. 2” square (J) 1 ea. 2-1/2” x 3-1/2” 

(B) 1 ea. 2-1/2” x 8-1/2” (G) 2 ea. 1-1/2’ square (K) 1 ea. 1-1/2” x 7-1/2” 

(C) 1 ea. 2-1/2” x 7-1/2” (H) 1 ea. 1” square (L) 1 ea. 1-1/2” x 6-1/2” 

(D) 1 ea. 1-1/2” x 2” Red Wattle Patchy Back 

(E) 1 ea. 1-1/2” x 3-1/2” (I) 1 ea. 1” x 1-1/2” (M) 8 ea. 3-1/2” square
